When searching for matching shapes, children learn
comparison and careful observation.

while strengthening visual memory.
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Note for adults: Encourage the child to describe what they

see

Colorful Patterns
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Patterns are everywhere around us! When your child learns to
recognize and complete patterns, they develop logical thinking
and prediction skills.
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Completing patterns helps children understand sequencing and
order, essential skills for math and reading.
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Note for adults: Start with simple two-element patterns
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Complete the Pattern
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Big and Small
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Understanding different sizes helps your child develop comparison and observation skills. When children distinguish between big and

small, they learn to classify and compare objects.
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This activity builds the foundation for understanding early math concepts like more and less.
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Note for adults: Use examples from your daily life
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Color the Big One
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Activity: In each group, color only the bigger object




Same and Different
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The ability to notice differences and similarities is essential
for critical thinking. When your child compares objects,
they learn to pay attention to small details.
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This activity strengthens careful observation and helps
children develop classification skills.
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Note for adults: Ask "What do you notice?" instead of
"What's the answer?"
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Find the Different One
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Activity: In each row, draw a circle around the different object
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Sequencing and Order
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Understanding sequences helps your child recognize how things happen in a certain order. When children arrange events or objects, they
learn logical thinking and planning.
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Sequencing is an essential life skill that helps in understanding stories and daily routines.
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Note for adults: Use examples from the child's day

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Parts and Whole
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Understanding how parts come together to form a whole
develops your child's analytical thinking. When children recognize
parts of things, they learn how things connect together.

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This activity strengthens problem-solving, patience, and perseverance.
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Note for adults: Encourage the child to try different paths

Visual Counting
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Visual counting offers your child a wonderful opportunity to
naturally develop an understanding of quantities, even before they
learn numbers. By comparing different groups of objects, children

instinctively begin to grasp the concepts of "more," "less," and
"equal."
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This hands-on approach lays a crucial foundation for strong early
mathematical thinking.
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Note for adults: Make learning fun! Use everyday objects around
the house to practice counting together.

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Basic Directions
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Understanding directions helps your child develop spatial awareness. When
children learn up, down, left, and right, they build a foundation for
understanding positions and spatial relationships.
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This skill is important for reading, writing, and moving through space.

Geometric Shapes
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Recognizing basic shapes builds a strong foundation for
mathematical and spatial thinking.

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Note for adults: Look for shapes at home together

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Sorting by type develops logical thinking and organization skills. When your
child groups similar things together, they learn to find connections and
understand categories.
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This skill is fundamental for learning and daily life.
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Note for adults: Let the child help organize things at home
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Sort the Objects
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Activity: Draw a circle around each group of similar objects
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Visual Memory
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Strengthening visual memory helps your child remember
information and details. When children remember what they saw,
they develop the ability to pay attention and focus.
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Strong visual memory is important for reading, writing, and
learning in general.

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This skill is important for reading and everyday observation.
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Note for adults: Play together and make it a friendly competition

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Understanding cause and effect helps your child think logically
and anticipate consequences. When children connect events, they
learn that actions have results.

When your child remembers the order of things, they
strengthen the ability to retain and use information.
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This skill is fundamental for learning in all areas.
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Note for adults: Play verbal sequencing games together
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Recreate the Order
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Activity: Look at the order at the top, then draw it fromm memory below
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Classifying in more than one way develops flexible thinking and the ability to see different relationships. When your child sorts things in
multiple ways, they learn that one thing can belong to more than one group.
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This flexible thinking is important for creativity and problem-solving.
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Note for adults: Ask "In what other way can we sort these things?"
